Shamrock: This is a variation of the Tfiree Petal Flower shown above. Make a loop 1/2 inch from the end
of the wire (down the wire). The 1/2 inch wire tail will form the “stem” of the shamrock. Form the design
as shown for the Three Petal Flower. Remove the piece from the jig, being certain to harden the wire
(flatten with fingers or nylon jaw pliers, or hammer lightly). Turn the piece over with the back facing you
and with the second wire tail on top. Bend the wire tail 90 degrees forward from the plane of the piece.
In other words, if the back of the piece is facing you, the second wire tail will be pointing toward you, as
shown in Figure 1. This second wire tail becomes the post for the earring. Trim the earring post to 1/2
inch in length, and file the end to round and smooth. Use purchased earring backs (found in jewelry
stores) to hold the earring in place.
